American Councils for International Education is pleased to announce an Alumni Grants Program, funded by the U.S. Department of State, Bureau of Educational and Cultural Affairs (ECA), to assist past participants of the Future Leaders Exchange Program (FLEX) of the program years 1994-2008
who are citizens of:

Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova, Russian Federation, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Ukraine

 to contribute to the social, economic, and civic development of their countries.  

Alumni of educational programs abroad often have the broad perspective and initiative required to make positive contributions upon their return home.  The FLEX Alumni Grants Program will give alumni the opportunity to initiate social, economic, and civic development projects of their own design in their home countries.  Some possible projects include:

· Community service projects;

· Projects to promote civic participation; 

· Professional development activities; 

· Projects to support and promote knowledge of English language and understanding of American culture;

· Any other projects judged to be in the spirit of the program by the selection committee.

Please note that these grants are not intended to fund purchases of computer equipment, alumni salaries, and political activities working for or against a specific candidate or party.

Grants will fall into two categories:  

Individual grants (up to $250): to support community service projects, as well as personal or professional development projects (including attendance at conferences), etc. Individual grant applicants who demonstrate in their proposals readiness to share their experience with others in their community upon completion will be given preference. These may be single events or small-scale projects.

Group grants (up to $3000): to support professional development or teaching programs; community service activities; promotion of English language and American culture; etc.  Not all people participating in the group must be FLEX alumni, but the grant recipient and the project leader or co-leader must be a FLEX Alumnus/ a. 

Preference will be given to alumni who have not previously received FLEX Alumni Grants. Proposals which expand on previously funded projects will be considered, but they should incorporate new partners, recipients or demonstrate new project elements. Please note: alumni who have already received funding two years in a row are not eligible to apply for grants in 2009
Applications for the 2009 Alumni Grants Program will be available in November 2008.The deadline for the Grant Application submission is February 28, 2009. Grant recipients will be announced In May 2009. To obtain the application form please contact FLEX Alumni Coordinator in your country/ region or the Moscow FLEX alumni office: fsaalumni@actr.ru. 
The FLEX Alumni Grants Program is funded by ECA and is administered by the American Councils for International Education: ACTR/ACCELS.  Proposals may be funded in part.  American Councils may request that applicants modify their budgets in order to accommodate partial funding. 

Eligibility: in order to participate in this program, alumni must (1) be successful participants of the FLEX program; (2) be in compliance with the two-year home residency requirement following the program; (3) update their information in the alumni database, which may be done at any American Councils office or electronically; (4) conduct their project and   currently reside in one of the countries in which the FLEX program is administered. 

NOTE: Alumni working as employees of American Councils or the U.S. government are not eligible to apply.  

DEADLINE: Postmark February 28, 2009
FLEX Alumni Grants Program Information

Selection Process: Competition for the program is merit-based and objective.  Selection will be based upon the following criteria:


1. Objectives: 


· How does the project contribute to the social, economic, and/or civic development of the applicant’s home country?  OR

· How does the project contribute to the professional or personal development of the alumnus/a?


2. Constituency:  

· Does the applicant demonstrate the need for this project among the constituency it is intended to serve?  

· Does the project benefit people from differing ethnic, religious, social, professional, and age groups?  


3. Feasibility:  

· Is the proposal financially well thought-out?

· Does the proposal include cost sharing? Are partner organizations involved in conducting the project? 

· Are potential problems addressed? (e.g. fluctuating costs of travel) 

· Can the project be accomplished within the time frame?

· If the project involves activities that extend beyond the grant period, or the organization of a permanent structure, what are the plans for sustaining future activities? 

· Are there letters of support from participating organizations?


4. Results:  

· How realistic are the proposal’s expectations?  

· What criteria will be used to evaluate the project?  How will both qualitative and quantitative assessments be gathered?

· How will results be shared with others?

Teams of specialists in Washington, DC will review completed proposals submitted by alumni who meet the eligibility requirements.  Special consideration will be given to those proposals that include cost sharing or in-kind contributions and those coming from alumni living in cities where there is no American Councils office, as well as those living in rural areas.  Applicants will be notified in May 2008 of the results of the competition. Funds will be transferred in June. Since funding for the program is limited and the program is competitive, some applicants will not receive awards.

Financial Terms of the Grants: Grant funds will be transferred to the grantee’s personal USD account. In some countries funds may be disbursed through local American Councils offices. (Please note that funds disbursals cannot be made through American Councils offices in Russia or Ukraine.) Grant recipients must provide a budget and budget narrative as part of the application, which accurately reflects the proposed costs of the project.  Requests for changes and additions to the budget after proposal submission must be submitted in writing to American Councils for approval. 

All grant activities must be completed and funds expended by March 31, 2010. Grant funds will be made available in two installments (80% upon award; remaining 20% upon completion) unless the applicant can show convincingly why all the funds should be provided immediately.  The remainder of the funds will be paid upon receipt of the final report on the grant activities.
Recipient Responsibilities: Grant recipients must submit interim and final finance (including original receipts for expenses) and activity reports to American Councils that indicate results using both qualitative and quantitative data. As due dates for submission of interim and final reports will be dependent on the date of project completion, grant winners will be notified individually of reporting schedules. 

All final reports must be submitted no later than one month after the project is completed. 

Any materials published through projects funded by the FLEX Alumni Grants Program must be included in the final report and should carry an acknowledgment as follows:

American Councils staff will offer grant-writing seminars and consult with alumni as they develop their projects and proposals.

Applicants must submit three (3) copies of the application (including the original) to their nearest American Councils office or directly to the FLEX Eurasia Alumni Office (Moscow).
