Lesson Plan 

Lesson title: 
In the restaurant







	Step 1—Desired Results

	Lesson goals
Students should know the differences between American and Chinese foods, can go to a Chinese restaurant to order dishes by themselves.


	Essential Questions 
Have you been to a Chinese restaurant in San Diego? What are the differences between American and Chinese restaurant?

	Lesson Objectives

Students can master the names of some popular Chinese food, can use the expressions in a Chinese restaurant.



	Step 2—Assessment Evidence

	Performance task — Students are asked to make a Chinese menu, and to role-play a dialogue in class.

Performance criteria — Students can be familiar with the Chinese dishes and say them out correctly, They can use the expressions naturally and successfully.



	Step 3—Learning Plan



	Materials needed

Color paper, black marker, projector, board, video 



	Learning activities
Step by step instructions from start to finish (including amount of minutes needed per activity), and detailed enough for another teacher to follow. What teaching methods/activities will you be using?

Warm up/Activator: (3 minutes) Teacher introduces the agenda of this class. The main tasks in this class are to remember the dishes’ names and use the expressions.

Introduction to Lesson: ( 5 minutes)  

Teacher gives students 2 questions to discuss in groups. “Have you been to Chinese restaurants in San Diego? What are the differences between American and Chinese food?” 

Students answer the questions and teacher lists the answers on the board. 

Guided Practice: (15 minutes) 

Teacher shows the pictures of some popular Chinese food, asking students to guess the materials and telling them the Chinese names.

Teacher plays a video about eating in a restaurant, asking students to notice what dishes are mentioned in the video.

Teacher exhibits the useful expressions used in restaurant, explains the difficulties and read for students.

Independent Practice: (25 minutes) 

Students are asked to make a Chinese menu in groups.

Students practice reading the expressions in pairs.

Students use the menu and expressions to role-play a dialogue.

Review/Discuss/Clarify: (5 minutes) 

Teacher examines the menu made by students, points out the mistakes and gives suggestions.

Teacher observes the dialogue and makes comments.

Summarizer/Closure: (5 minutes)

Teacher chooses the best menu to show to the whole class to review the words they have learnt today.

Teacher shows the video again to strengthen what they have learnt today.



	Step 4—Reflection

	Students have learnt some dishes’ names and some useful expressions about eating in a Chinese restaurant. I can tell that they did a good job in this class by checking their menu and dialogue. They participate positively because the knowledge they have learnt is useful. They can use them immediately. I think the best way to teach is to teach useful and updated knowledge.
